   On Books/Library
Said he tried contacted Mr. Ijitimehin over the books and that he was told that the person that will give the book to us has traveled to South Africa and that he’ll get back to him when the person is back. 

       On Tutoring/ Scholarship

He further said that project which we agreed upon in Atlanta which is Scholarship/Tutoring will involves setting up a committee that will come up with the modalities and execute it. Also that its implementation will require us have linkage with the National Body in Nigeria.
Lauded the idea of setting up a project committee and suggested that we should make the originator of the project to be the anchor of any project committee we’re setting up.
Mentioned the names of the originators of the project which he said to be:

Pastor Olusanya --- Scholarship

Alhaja Ipaye/ Mr. Fatunmbi ----- Tutoring

Corrected the Chairman that it was Mr. Ijitimehin that came up with the idea of Tutoring and that Alhaja Ipaye and himself only broadened the scope. That Mr. Ijitimehin suggested having volunteering tutors while alhaja Ipaye and Fatunmbi compliment the project by adding PTA teachers in any areas where the school is deficient.
It was further suggested that Mr. Ijitimehin should be in charge of Books and Library project while Pastor Olusanya anchors the Scholarship/Tutoring.
Added that we should let Mr. Shoneye to be liaison officer between the project committee and the school/National Body in Nigeria.

	Allayed his surprise that up till now we couldn’t lay our hands on the by-law which was reviewed and ratified. He wished Mr. Ijitimehin which happened to be the secretary then was in the meeting that he would have been able to shed more light on it. He said affirmatively that the then committee worked on the by-law from 1975 set and came out with the reviewed version for the North American Chapter.  Requested that the secretary should be sending the minute of the last meeting ahead of time.
Said he quite agreed with what she said and requested Mrs. Adeshina to give her e-mail

Clarified the issue that secretary has been sending out minute ahead of time for members to peruse.

He further suggested that we should be standing in gap for ourselves to pray against untimely death citing examples of 2 people who died last year.

Supported the observation and admonished members to be prayerful.

Said he visited our Alma Mater when he went to Nigeria and that the school was in shamble and sorry state and then advised if we can include renovation in our projects.

Responded that during the launching in Atlanta, the issue of renovation was among the projects mentioned but after thorough deliberation, Scholarship/Tutoring was taken and that we can embark upon other projects in the nearest future.

Admonished executives to make it a point of duty to be reminding members of the meeting since it has become every other month so that people will not lose track of it.

Raised the issue of souvenirs, he said those that collected these items but have not paid should pay up.

Was of the opinion that nearly everybody has paid for the souvenirs at the launching meeting.

Also buttressed what Mr. Akinyemi said that he knew that most people paid that day and in the same vein appealed to those that are still owing to pay up.

Said that was the message he got from the treasurer on payment of the souvenirs.

Made clarification based on his communication that what treasurer meant was that if the association should pay off the souvenirs we collected from the National body.

Asked if the suggestion by the treasurer is acceptable.

It was unanimously agreed that we should pay the souvenirs off.

Said he still have some books written by the National Chairman of SOSAHIB and that anyone that is interested should contact him.
